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SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2013-0377 would confirm the appointment of Elizabeth Ford to a partial term on the King County Board of Ethics, expiring on July 31, 2014. 
BACKGROUND
The Board of Ethics was created pursuant to KCC 3.04.090 to ensure proper implementation of the Code of Ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest. The Board consists of five members, each serving a term of three years. Two members are nominated by the County Executive and two by the County Council and the fifth member, serving as chairman, is nominated by the four existing members. Board members are appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.
DISCUSSION
Elizabeth Ford earned a Bachelor of Arts degree from Mount Holyoke College and a Juris Doctorate from Northeastern University. Ms. Ford has practiced labor and employment law for fifteen years, first as a partner at Schwerin Campbell Barnard and then as Chief Counsel for the Washington State Nurses Association. 
In 2002, Ms. Ford began as an adjunct professor at Seattle University School of Law teaching Dispute Resolution and Labor Law. In 2005, she joined the faculty full-time as Visiting Legal Writing Professor. From 2008 to 2010, Ms. Ford served as the Director of Labor Relations for King County. Ms. Ford was invited to join the University of Washington School of Law in 2010 as Assistant Dean. In the summer of 2013, she began as the Associate Director of the Externship Program for Seattle University School of Law.
Ms. Ford serves frequently as a mediator and arbitrator primarily in labor and employment disputes. She is a member of the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service and Public Employment Relations Commission's panel of arbitrators and sits regularly as arbitrator in labor and employment disputes.
Her experience in practicing law and career as an educator demonstrates passion and commitment to law and public service.
