SUBJECT: 
A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Gary Roberts to the Snoqualmie Watershed Forum.  
BACKGROUND:
The Snoqualmie watershed supports wild populations of Coho, Chinook, Chum and Pink Salmon, as well as Steelhead, Cutthroat, Rainbow and Bull Trout.  The watershed comprises 692 square miles and nearly half of the Snohomish Basin WRIA (WRIA 7).   Snohomish County is the lead entity for WRIA 7, however the basin land is evenly split between King and Snohomish Counties.  
In 2001, the National Marine Fisheries Service listed Chinook Salmon and Bull Trout as threatened under the Endangered Species Act.  In order to formally coordinate conservation activities, King County and the Snoqualmie Watershed cities of Duvall, Carnation, Snoqualmie and North Bend adopted an inter-local agreement establishing the Snoqualmie Watershed Forum to cooperate in planning and conservation in the Snoqualmie watersheds.   
The Snoqualmie Watershed Forum is comprised of 13 members.  Two King County Councilmembers representing districts 3 and 12 serve on the Snoqualmie Watershed Forum.  King County is responsible for the appointment of two members to serve as citizen representatives from the local community.  

NOMINEE:
Gary Roberts is a resident of Carnation, in District 3.  He has been serving on the Snoqualmie Watershed Forum as a citizen representative since 2003 and his term expires on May 31, 2007.  He previously served on the Grading Oversight Committee and is currently a forest steward of 5 acres and participates in the county’s Public Benefit Rating System.  His application, Code of Ethics Financial Disclosure Statement, current board profile and appointment letter are attached to this staff report.
