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STRIKING AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2010-0487, VERSION 1
On page 1, beginning on line 4, strike everything through page 3, line 26, and insert:

"STATEMENT OF FACTS:

1.  The city of Shoreline is currently completing a mass transportation project known as the Aurora Avenue North Multi-Modal Corridor Project, including a segment between North 185th Street and North 205th Street.

2.  The city of Shoreline was awarded a $475,000.00 Federal Transit Administration ("FTA") grant for Bus Rapid Transit-Aurora Corridor Improvement Project (SR99) Phase III.

3.  The city cannot obligate the FTA grant funds in a timely manner and requires local funding to complete its project.

4.  King County Metro, the transit division of the county's department of transportation, has locally generated revenues now allocated to projects eligible for funding with FTA grants, and these locally generated revenues are not currently being used as match for federal grants.

5.  Providing local county funds to the city in exchange for the city's FTA grant for will allow the city to proceed with construction of its Aurora Avenue North Multi-Modal Corridor Project segment between North 185th Street and North 205th Street.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY:


SECTION 1.  The King County executive or the executive's designee is hereby authorized to execute an agreement with the city of Shoreline, substantially in the form of Attachment A to this ordinance, for an exchange of funds relating to the Aurora Avenue North Multi-Modal Corridor Project."
Delete Attachment A, and replace with Attachment A dated 9-14-10
EFFECT: Modifies ordinance language to clarify the references to Shoreline’s Aurora Avenue North Multi-Modal Corridor Project; corrects reference to the Federal Transit Administration; replaces the transmitted Memorandum of Agreement (“MOA”) with a revised one.
Changes to the Memorandum of Agreement include wording changes to correct references and to state precisely what is supposed to happen at each step in the process established by the MOA.  New language in section 2C provides that the City will make the County whole if the County is unable to reach agreement with the Federal Transit Administration on an eligible use of the grant funds.  Section 4A is deleted as duplicative.  Incorrect references to extension of the MOA and exhibits (there are none) are deleted.
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
