	ER3 EXPENDITURE RESTRICTION:
	 Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall not be expended or encumbered unless and until Ordinance XXXXX (Proposed Ordinance 2018-0241) takes effect, and shall be expended or encumbered solely for consultant services for technical assistance related to winery, brewery, and distillery code updates."

EFFECT:
· Adds $304,000 to the transfer from the General Fund to the Department of Local Services.
· Adds $254,000 and 1.0 FTE to General Public Services, for a code enforcement officer.
· Adds an additional $50,000 for consultant services for winery, brewery, and distillery code update technical assistance. There is already $50,000 in the Executive’s proposed budget for this.
· Adds an expenditure restriction so that the new code enforcement officer focuses on enforcement of the winery, brewery, and distillery industries for the biennium.
· Adds an ER limiting $100,000 of the appropriation to consultant services for winery, brewery and distillery technical assistance, which could only be spent once PO 2018-0241 is effective.
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
