 EFFECT by J. Tracy: 
-Adds back Executive-proposed funding for Seattle’s Waterfront Park, at a total of $6 million. 
-States that any new jobs funded under the Waterfront Park allocation should be added to the Labor Harmony Agreement between Friends of Seattle Waterfront and MLK Labor.
-Removes Seattle’s Waterfront Park from funding through the Tribal, Indigenous, and Historic Interpretive Program, and changes the amount for that program back to the Executive-proposed $1.8 million.

This represents a net addition of $4.8 million to the levy. There is a corresponding amendment to the levy ordinance.
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
