NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 23rd day of July, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance No. 2001-0329 which would adopt a new transportation concurrency map.  The transportation concurrency program uses the map as a tool for ensuring that the county’s transportation infrastructure is adequate to meet the needs of new development, as measured by the Transportation Adequacy Measurement (TAM) and Critical Link standards.
SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinance 2001-0329 seeks the adoption of a new transportation concurrency map and the new monitored zones table, and repeals Ordinance 14050, Attachments A and C.  In February, the King County Council amended the transportation concurrency program to improve its effectiveness and to streamline its operation by adopting a concurrency map as a test for residential development.  The transportation concurrency program is required to submit a new concurrency map and table of estimated vehicle trips for monitored zones based on the information from the updated model. 

As part of the proposed ordinance, the new monitored zones table lists a total of 46 zones whose concurrency status has changed.  These changes will be reviewed and potentially approved by the King County Council.   A review of the concurrency map and table of estimated vehicle trips for monitored zones is based on the updated traffic model and must take place twice per year.
