The Housing Stability Advisory Board (HSAB) shall oversee VSHSL investments in capital facilities and regional health and human services programs that promote housing stability for veterans and servicemembers and their respective families, seniors and their caregivers and vulnerable populations in King County. 

HSAB Duties
The HSAB’s duties shall be to:
· Advise the County on capital facilities and regional health and human services programs that promote housing stability for veterans and servicemembers and their respective families, seniors and their caregivers and vulnerable populations in King County.
· Oversee the distribution of the portion of the VSHSL proceeds controlled by sections 4.B.1., 4.B.2., and 4.B.3. of Ordinance 18555 that will be used for capital facilities and regional health and human services that promote housing stability for veterans and servicemembers and their respective families, seniors and their caregivers and vulnerable populations in King County. 

HSAB Composition and Terms:
The board shall consist of 15 members. Concurrent with the appointments to the VLAB, SLHAAB and HSLAB boards, the Executive shall also appoint to serve on the HSAB board five appointees from each of the other three boards, the VLAB, SLHAAB and HSLAB. Nine of the HSAB appointees must be a councilmember-nominated appointee to either the VLAB, SLHAAB or HSLAB; one from each King County Council District. At least one of the HSAB appointees must be a Sound Cities Association-nominated appointee to either the VLAB, SLHAAB or HSLAB. At least one of the HSAB appointees must be a City of Seattle-nominated appointee to either the VLAB, SLHAAB or HSLAB. Each board member's term on this HSAB board shall run concurrently with that board member's term on the VLAB, SLHAAB or HSLAB. No board member may serve more than two consecutive terms on the HSAB. All board members shall reside in King County. Elected officials are ineligible for board membership while they hold office. The board shall annually elect from its membership a chairperson and a vice chairperson."

EFFECT: 
1) Proposes creation of a fourth VSHSL advisory board (Housing Stability Advisory Board) with the following duties: a) advise the County on capital facilities and regional health and human services programs that promote housing stability for veterans and servicemembers and their respective families, senior and their caregivers and vulnerable populations in King County and b) oversee VSHSL proceeds dedicated to fund capital facilities and regional health and human services that promote housing stability for these populations in King County. Membership of the HSAB is drawn from the other three advisory boards (VLAB, SLHAAB and HSLAB).
2) Removes oversight of housing stability investments from the duties of the other three advisory boards (VLAB, SLHAAB and HSLAB). 
3) Increases the membership of the VSHSL Executive Committee up to a maximum of twelve members to allow for participation from the HSAB.
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
