Dear Councilmember Patterson:

I am pleased to transmit this ordinance to the King County Council for consideration and approval.  This ordinance allows the county to enter into multiyear contracts for the disbursement of Medic One emergency medical services (EMS) tax levy funds to the King County school districts and fire protection districts that assist in training students in cardiopulmonary resuscitation.

The 2007 passage of the EMS property tax levy by King County voters provides a stable funding base for multiyear contracts.  Entering into multiyear contracts with these agencies improves the efficiency of the contracting process and assists the agencies to maintain continuous insurance liability coverage.
