SUBJECT

Bellevue Transit Master Plan briefing.
SUMMARY
On July 7, 2014, the Bellevue City Council approved the Bellevue Transit Master Plan, replacing the 2003 Plan.  Bellevue staff will summarize highlights of the Plan.
BACKGROUND
Although Bellevue does not operate transit services, the Bellevue Transit Master Plan (TMP) is designed to “positively influence regional transit agencies to keep Bellevue moving and maximize transit performance.”  The TMP envisions a public transportation network that serves a more diverse variety of people and trip purposes, and that is the mode of choice for an increasing number of people who live or work in Bellevue.

The concept of “Abundant Access” expresses the City of Bellevue’s perspective on the importance of public transportation:  “Support planned growth and development with a bold transit vision that provides efficient, useful, attractive service for most people, to most destinations, most of the time, serving maximum ridership.”

The Bellevue Transit Master Plan’s highest priority is service on a “Frequent Transit Network” of high-volume corridors.  The Plan identifies and prioritizes capital projects that can enhance the Frequent Transit Network’s viability.  The Plan was developed with feedback from Metro and Sound Transit, the dominant public agency transit providers serving Bellevue.
Of interest to the County Council is a high-priority City road project for the improvement of a right-of-way on the west side of Bellevue College (142nd Place S.E./Snoqualmie River Road).  If implemented at some future date, this project would create a more efficient operating environment for Metro bus service to Bellevue College.   Pending service reductions, and their potential impact on Bellevue College service, have been a focus of public comment in recent months.
