	Algona
	.7 miles of half ROW at W. Valley Hwy
	Discussion is occurring with the city to annex its PAA which would include the section of W. Valley Hwy directly adjacent to the city, but excludes the portion adjacent to Pacific. This has been a maintenance issue and should be a priority.

	Auburn
	1.5 miles of half and full ROW islands at S. 277th St. and Green River Rd.
	City is currently working with Kent to resolve ROW issues that will then allow Auburn to revise its boundaries at S. 277th St. and take the full ROW- this should be a priority; ROW island at Green River Rd. will require annexation of a portion of Green River Park.

	Black Diamond
	.5 miles of full ROW at Lake Sawyer Rd. that abuts the UGB
	City will need to revise its boundary up to the UGB line.

	Bothell
	.4 miles of full ROW island at 130th Pl. NE
	With all of the city’s annexation complete, this is an island and the city will need to revise its boundary- this should be a priority.

	Enumclaw
	3.4 miles of half and full ROW at various locations including two UGB roads 
	City will need to revise its boundary to take the two UGB roads; the five other locations are adjacent to the city’s PAAs so they can be included when the city annexes those areas.

	Federal Way
	1.3 miles of full ROW at Peasley Canyon Rd.
	Although this can be considered an island, it currently joins two annexation areas that can be included when one or both areas are annexed.

	Issaquah
	Full ROW island designated as SR900
	Because of its state route designation, the county is not responsible for its maintenance; however, the city should revise its boundary so that this portion of SR 900 is in the city to prevent any issues if the state route designation is ever removed.

	Kenmore
	.6 miles of half ROW islands at NE 205th St. – three separate segments
	South half of the ROW is King County and the north half is Bothell.  With Bothell already in both counties, it would make sense that Bothell revises its boundaries to take the south half segments- this should be a priority.

	Kent
	5.1 miles of half ROW at various locations including  S. 277th St.
	Kent is currently working with Auburn to revise its boundaries at S. 277th St. so that Auburn can eventually take the full ROW, this should be a priority.  There are locations where the half ROW is adjacent to the city’s remaining PAAs and can be included when the areas are annexed, but there are also half ROW islands that will need to be resolved via separate boundary revisions.

	Lake Forest Park
	.5 miles of half and full ROW at NE 205th St. and 37th Ave NE
	North half of NE 205th St. is in Snohomish County so a resolution will require the city to go over the county line; 37th Ave NE is a full ROW island and the city will need to revise its boundary- this has been a maintenance issue and should be a high priority.

	Maple Valley
	.38 miles of full ROW island SE 281st Way and UGB road at SE 288th St.
	In both situations, the UGB line has been adjusted so that the city is now able to revise its boundaries.  SE 281st Way is an island that serves a development entirely in the city and should be a high priority.

	Normandy Park
	.58 miles of half ROW islands at SW 170th St. and SW 168th St.
	Both locations are half ROW islands that can be resolved via boundary revisions and should be a priority.

	Pacific
	.33 miles of half ROW at S. 372nd St.
	This is adjacent to an undesignated PAA, so resolution can wait when the area is annexed or if the city is interested on making the boundary revision.

	Redmond
	1.1 miles of full ROW at four separate locations all UGB roads
	Three of the roads are adjacent to small PAAs that can be included when the areas are annexed; one road will require a boundary revision by the city.

	Renton
	.83 miles of half and full ROW at four locations
	All locations are adjacent or within PAAs that can be included when the areas are annexed.

	Renton/Seattle
	.9 miles of half ROW at three separate locations all along the W. Hill PAA boundaries
	When W Hill is annexed, these half ROW will be resolved by either city taking the full ROW. It will require coordination between the two cities.

	SeaTac/Kent
	.25 miles of half and full ROW at 37th Pl. S. island
	SeaTac or Kent can revise their boundaries to take the full ROW and since this is an island, it should be a priority. 

	Seattle
	2.8 miles of half ROW at various locations
	Two locations at 51st Aves S and at N. 145th St. are islands that will need to be resolved by boundary revisions and should be a priority; the remaining seven locations are adjacent to the N. Highline and S. Park PAAs and can be included when the areas are annexed.

	Seattle/Shoreline
	.48 miles of half ROW and additional segments designated as SR522, SR523, and SR99
	Shoreline is currently negotiating with Seattle for Shoreline to take all of 145th St. ROW including the segments designated state routes.

	Shoreline 
	.96 miles of half ROW islands at NW 205th St.
	North half is in Snohomish County, so a resolution will require Edmonds or Shoreline to cross the county line so that the full ROW is in one city.  This should be a high priority since it’s an island.

	Snoqualmie
	1.3 miles of half and full ROW at five locations with a couple UGB roads
	The city will need to revise its boundaries to take the two UGB roads; the three other locations are adjacent to the city’s PAAs that can be included when the city annexes the areas.

	Tukwila
	.33 miles of half ROW at Airport Way S.
	This half ROW is adjacent to an undesignated PAA that may be included when the area is annexed. 

	Woodinville
	.11 miles of full ROW at 140th Ave NE
	The city will need to revise its boundaries to take this full ROW island.  This should be a priority.
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
