Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for your review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into amendments to interlocal cooperation agreements with the Cities of Auburn, Bellevue, Federal Way, Issaquah, Kent, North Bend, and Seattle for Conservation Futures open space acquisition projects authorized by the 2004 annual budget ordinance, Ordinance 14797.  In this annual budget the King County Council has appropriated $3,635,000 to the City of Seattle and $2,784,000 to the above referenced suburban cities.  This authorization is necessary for the annual disbursement of these previously appropriated Conservation Futures funds to the Cities for the projects described in Attachment “B” to the ordinance. 

By Ordinance 14797, the King County Council authorized several open space acquisition projects to be funded with Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds, described in Attachment “B” to the enclosed ordinance.  The King County Council has not authorized the Executive to enter into amendments to King County’s Conservation Futures interlocal agreements with the City sponsors of the projects.  Such authorization is necessary for King County to release the CFT funds to the Cities.
