SUBJECT:   A motion adopting amendments to the King County Consortium Consolidated Housing and Community Development Plan for 2000-2003 (the Consolidated Plan).  .
BACKGROUND:  
King County is a member of the King County Community Development Block Grant and HOME Investment Partnerships consortia, and is responsible to the federal government for all activities undertaken in the King County Consortium with Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships and other federal homeless, housing and community development funds.

Federal law requires King County to adopt a consolidated housing and community development plan every three to five years, which:

· Identifies housing and community development needs,

· Identifies resources and key partnerships, and 

· Establishes objectives to provide decent affordable housing and a suitable living environment for low- and moderate-income residents of the county.

The King County Consortium’s current Consolidated Plan is a four-year plan, covering the years from 2000-2003, and expires at the end of 2003.  A new plan is being developed and would utilize the most comprehensive data available from the 2000 census.  
However, the necessary detailed housing data has only been partially released, with the remaining portion scheduled for release between now and September 2003.  This delay in the release of housing data will not allow adequate time to collect and analyze the data, nor to conduct the subsequent strategic planning involving stakeholders, suburban cities, and the public, before the current plan expires.  

MOTION SUMMARY:  

The motion proposes the following three amendments to the Consolidated Plan:
· Implement a recommendation by the Consortium’s inter-jurisdictional Joint Recommendations Committee to a request for one-year extension of the current plan, until a new plan can be prepared and adopted to guide 2005 and subsequent years.  NOTE:  The US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has granted the request for the one-year extension.

· Substitute, at HUD’s request, new template for the “Priority Housing Needs” Table contained in the Consolidated Plan.
· Add the Regional Affordable Housing Guidelines for the SHB 2060 revenue as an appendix.
