NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

 ORDINANCE 14449


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that King County has enacted Ordinance 14449 (Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0211).  Ordinance 14449 was adopted by the King County Council on August 19, 2002 and was signed by the King County Executive on August 27, 2002.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY


Ordinance 14449 adopts the following revisions relating to the processing of land use permits:

· Eliminate the administrative appeal for road variance decisions made by the County Road Engineer.  

· Eliminate administrative appeals for site development, clearing and grading, and building permits that do not have significant adverse impacts on the environment.

· Raise from 8 to 20 the maximum number of housing units constructed in the urban growth area that would be categorically exempt from SEPA.

· Allow the King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks to provide for an administrative appeal of some or all of its SEPA procedural decisions.

· Clarify that sensitive area review is not required for minor development proposals that are unlikely to have an impact on sensitive areas.

· Eliminate the requirement that site plans be filed with the notice on title and the requirement that a notice on title be filed even if there is no sensitive area review.

· Increase the fee for administrative appeals from $125 to $250.
