SUBJECT

Proposed Motion to confirm the appointment of the following individual to the to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Advisory Committee:
· Paul Getzel, who lives in Council District 8, for a partial term to expire on June 30, 2026[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Proposed Motion 2024-0045] 


BACKGROUND

The 37-member King County MIDD Advisory Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials, King County agency directors, representatives of behavioral health service providers, managed care organizations operating in King County, and individuals with lived experience. The committee acts as an advisory body to the Council and the Executive. 

In accordance with King County Code, the advisory committee is tasked with:
· Reviewing and providing written recommendations to the Executive and Council on the implementation and effectiveness of the county's MIDD sales tax-funded programs in meeting the goals;  
· Reviewing and reporting to the Executive and the Council on annual evaluation reports for MIDD;
· Reviewing and commenting on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of MIDD sales tax revenue; 
· Serving as a forum to promote coordination and collaboration between entities involved with MIDD sales tax programs;
· Educating the public, policymakers and stakeholders on MIDD sales tax-funded programs; and
· Coordinating and sharing information with other related efforts and groups.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Proposed Motion 2024-0045 would confirm the appointment of Paul Getzel, who lives in Council District 8. According to his application materials, Mr. Getzel is the Executive Director of NAMI Seattle[footnoteRef:2]. Mr. Getzel previously worked in local human services organizations addressing the needs of people living with HIV, food insecurity, and chronic illness. ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment, which appears to be consistent with the requirements of K.C.C. 2.130.010. 

According to the board profile transmitted with Proposed Motion 2024-0045, there are four vacancies in the following positions requiring Executive appointment and Council confirmation:
1. A representative from labor representing a bona fide labor organization;
2. A representative from a provider of sexual assault victim services in King County;
3. An individual representing behavioral health consumer interests from the mental illness and drug dependency advisory committee's consumers and communities ad hoc work group; and
4. An individual representing community interests from the mental illness and drug dependency advisory committee's consumers and communities ad hoc work group.
