Subject:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Dan Sherman, who resides in council district five, to the King County Board of Health, as the suburban elected alternate.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Dan Sherman for a partial term on the King County Board of Health, expiring July 30, 2007.

Mr. Sherman is a resident of Council district five.  He is a graduate of the Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine, Baltimore where he received a Master Degree and Bachelor of Arts Degree in Human Biology.  Mr. Sherman is currently an elected councilmember for the City of Des Moines and a self employed physician in Psychiatry, also in the City of Des Moines. Mr. Sherman served on the Board of Health from 1998 to 2001.
Under RCW 70.05.035 the King County Board of Health is authorized to permit Home Rule Charter Counties to establish local Board of Health bodies and allows that: “the County legislative authority may appoint to the board of health elected officials from cities and towns and persons other than elected officials as members so long as persons other than elected officials do not constitute a majority.

King County Code 2.35.020 specifies that the Board be made up of six members of the King County council to be appointed by the chair of the council, provided that the chair shall consider appointing members who represent districts in which a significant proportion of the population resides in unincorporated areas; three elected officials of the City of Seattle to be appointed by the city; two elected officials from cities of King County other than Seattle to be appointed by the executive from nominations submitted by those cities, individually or jointly; and two health professionals who should have knowledge of environmental health, including knowledge of septic systems and groundwater quality.
