SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Santos Contreras, who resides in Council District Six, to the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, representing Council District Six.
SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Santos Contreras to a partial term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2012.

Mr. Contreras received a degree in business from Seattle University in 1958 where he served as student body vice president.  He served in the U.S. Army as an officer in the Ordnance Corps for two years after graduating from college.  He was employed by the Boeing Company for thirty-eight years.  Mr. Contreras served on the Kirkland City Council for twelve years and was elected Deputy Mayor.  He is retired.  Currently he is on the Board of Directors for the Kirkland Performance Center and on the Advisory Council for Childhaven in Seattle.
BACKGROUND
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members, one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees are appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board is the representative authority of the County, overseeing the provision of health care services to assure that high quality health care is made available to County residents.
