[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion proposing an honorary road name designation in memory and recognition of Lieutenant Michael R. Adams.

SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2018-0249 would initiate the process by which Council would create an honorary road name for the section of Southeast 185th Place between 132nd Place Southeast and 134th Place Southeast in memory and recognition of Lieutenant Michael R. Adams.  Lt. Adams was killed in an accident when the tank he was riding in was struck by a vehicle during his deployment to Iraq.

BACKGROUND

Honorary Street Designations.  On August 19, 2013, Council approved Ordinance 17640 authorizing the Council to make an honorary designation of a street or portion of a street by the adoption of an ordinance. However, Ordinance 17640 did not recognize pre-existing honorary street designations, and Council approved Ordinance 18115 on September 21, 2015, recognizing honorary street designations made prior to August 19, 2013.  Neither Ordinance provided for a process whereby the Council could initiate a request for an honorary designation.

On June 6, 2016, Council approved Ordinance 18299 allowing the King County Council to propose by motion an honorary road name designation.  Per that ordinance, the motion must direct the Road Services Division to prepare a list by a date certain of the names and addresses of all property owners on the street, or portion thereof, to be given the honorary designation.  The Council must mail notice of the proposed designation to all property owners on the street, or portion thereof, to be given the designation at least twenty days before Council action on an ordinance that would make the change.  The notice must advise the affected property owners that the costs of manufacturing, designing and installation of signage or any replacement signs due to damage, theft or vandalism will be borne by the road services division.

Designation in Honor of Lt. Michael R. Adams.  Proposed Motion 2018-0249 would initiate the process for Council to designate an honorary name to the section of Southeast 185th Place between 132nd Place Southeast and 134th Place Southeast in memory and recognition of Lieutenant Michael R. Adams.  Lt. Adams’ childhood home is on this road in the unincorporated area of Fairwood.  The honorary road name would be “Lt. Michael Adams Place”.

An Eagle Scout and Commander of his high school Junior ROTC Unit, Lt. Adams was nominated both by former U.S. Congresswoman Jennifer Dunn to the United States Naval Academy and by U.S. Senator Patty Murray to the United States Military Academy at West Point.  He graduated from West Point in 2002 and trained to be an armor officer at Fort Knox, Kentucky, before being assigned to be a tank platoon leader with the 3rd Armored Cavalry Regiment at Fort Carson, Colorado.  He was deployed to Iraq in 2003 and was killed in an accident on March 16, 2004.

ANALYSIS

Council approval of Proposed Motion 2018-0249 would direct the Road Services division to prepare and transmit to the clerk of the council no later than June 30, 2018 a list of the names and addresses of all affected property owners on Southeast 185th Place between 132nd Place Southeast and 134th Place Southeast. It would direct the clerk of the council to send each affected property owner, within ten days of receipt of the list of property owners, a copy of this motion and a notice that the council may introduce an ordinance to make the honorary road name designation.  

The notice would inform the affected property owners that the proposed honorary name designation will not replace the legal name of the street or change their addresses, and that the County will pay the costs associated with installing and maintaining the honorary road name signage. 

The notice would also advise the affected property owners that they may submit comments on the proposed honorary name designation to the clerk of the council no later than August 31, 2018.  The Proposed Motion would require the clerk to provide those comments to all councilmembers by September 20, 2018.  

Council could then consider passage of an ordinance that would designate the honorary road name.
