Subject: A motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Roberta Lewandowski to the King County Boundary Review Board.

SUMMARY:
The mission of the Boundary Review Board is to guide and control the growth of cities and special districts through the review and approval of annexations, incorporations, mergers, consolidations, or extensions of service beyond corporate boundaries, as mandated by state law.

NOMINATION PROCESS:
The King County Boundary Review Board consists of eleven members. Three members are appointed by the Governor, three are appointed by King County Executive (with Council confirmation), three are appointed by the mayors in King County, and two are appointed from nominations submitted by special purpose districts (fire, water, and sewer districts). The Boundary Review Board members may not be associated with other King County jurisdictions at the time they are serving on the Board, but there are frequently former city mayors and district officials serving on the Board. 

Appointee Roberta Lewondowski

Roberta Lewondowski, a resident of Seattle in council district six, is being appointed to serve a partial term on the Boundary Review Board.  She recently retired from the City of Redmond where she was employed as the Planning Director.  She is a member of the American Planning Organization Association and a former member of the Washington State Association of City Planning Directors.  Ms Lewondowski earned a Bachelors Degree in English Literature at the University of Washington and studied planning at Antioch-West. 
If appointed, Ms. Lewondowski’s term would expire January 31, 2009.
