SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Elbert Reed, who resides in council district nine, to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, as the district 9 representative.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Elbert Reed (Proposed Motion 2015-0106) to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, as the district 9 representative, for a three-year term expiring December 31, 2017.

BACKGROUND

The King County Veteran Citizen Oversight Board (VCOB) monitors and reviews the expenditure of the veteran portion of levy proceeds in accordance with the Service Improvement Plan (SIP) developed and approved by the King County Executive and the Metropolitan King County Council to guide levy investments.  The new SIP provides guidance with regards to activities from 2012 through 2017.  Levy implementation ordinance 15279 required an SIP to provide continuing direction regarding the use of County proceeds. The levy was enacted by ballot measure in November 2005.

The VCOB is comprised of 12-member King County residents with a diverse, balanced representation of people from different groups, organizations, and experiences.  Members may not be elected or appointed officials of any unit of government.  Nine of the members are chosen to represent county council districts and the remaining three serve at-large and are appointed by the King County Executive; these are expected to be recommended by the King County Veterans Program Advisory Board.  Board members are appointed for three-year terms and requirements are described in King County Ordinance 15279 (September 2005), the levy implementation ordinance, and Ordinance 15406 (April 2006).  Broadly, board duties include: 
· Becoming familiar with the Service Improvement Plan
· Reviewing funding proposals
· Assuring that funding plans follow guidelines in the Service Improvement Plan
· Providing recommendations about the expenditure of the veteran portion of levy proceeds
· Providing recommendations and reports to the County Council as required
[bookmark: _GoBack]Board committees include committees on enhancing services and access for veterans; ending homelessness; behavioral health services; and a fiscal and evaluation committee.
Elbert Reed is a retired U.S. Army Captain who served two years in active duty (1967-69) including completing one tour in Vietnam with the 101st Airborne Division as the Image Interpretation Section Chief and 5 years in ready reserve duty.  While on active duty, Mr. Reed’s duties included management of the section and flying aerial reconnaissance missions, for which he received the Bronze Star, Air Medal and Combat Aircraft Crewman badge. For three years while on ready reserve duty he served as assistant G2 Air, 601st Mobilization Det., Presidio, CA.  Subsequently, Mr. Reed worked in a range of capacities for the U.S. Forest Service and, later, as an IT Manager/Director at Weyerhaeuser Company.  Mr. Reed has an extensive history of public service work including membership in the Veterans of Foreign Wars organization, which he joined in 1975.  Since his retirement in 2008 he has been a member of VFW Enumclaw Post 1949.  He holds a B.S. in Forestry from the University of Montana and an M.S. in Information Technology Management from Nova Southeastern University.
