SUBJECT

A proposed motion to confirm the appointment of Niesha Fort-Brooks, who resides in Council District 4, to the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee as an Executive at-large representative.

SUMMARY

The proposed motion would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Niesha Fort-Brooks to the King County Conservation Futures COC as an Executive at-large representative for a partial term to expire on December 31, 2019. Ms. Fort-Brooks resides in Council District 4, and, according to her application, works in South King County communities facing health disparities and lack of outdoor spaces.

BACKGROUND 

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12.010 establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC). The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process. The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district, four council at-large members, and three executive at-large members.

The proposed motion would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Niesha Fort-Brooks to the King County Conservation Futures COC as an Executive at-large representative for a partial term to expire on December 31, 2019. 

COC CANDIDATE NIESHA FORT-BROOKS

Niesha Fort-Brooks, is a resident of Seattle in Council District 4. Ms. Fort-Brooks is a Leadership and Engagement Manager for Global to Local, a non-profit organization located in SeaTac.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Fort-Brooks works in South King County, which she states is impacted by health disparities and lack of outdoor space. She stated in her application that, “I feel that I am a qualified candidate for this appointment because I am working with the communities that this initiative will affect the most.”

ANALYSIS

This appointment is consistent with the requirements for appointments to the Conservation Futures Citizen COC.
