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SUBJECT:  
Proposed Ordinance 2009-0151 authorizes the Executive to enter into an amendment to the interlocal agreement ("ILA") with King County Flood Control Zone District ("District") to authorize advance payments for services provided by the Water and Land Resources Division.
BACKGROUND:
In December 2007, the District and King County entered into agreements whereby the County is to provide a number of services to carry out day-to-day activities of the District operational work program and capital improvement program.  Currently, the services are billed on a quarterly basis, after the contracted services have been provided or carried out by the County.
The time period between the date of actual services and the payment of billings can be substantial.  This has resulted in the County having to resort to interfund borrowing in order to meet payrolls and other expenses.  

The cost of this interfund borrowing is ultimately passed onto the District and exceeds the amount of interest accrued for the same funds retained within District accounts.  The District and County staff concur that there would be savings if interfund borrowing were avoided.  
NOTE:  The District Board of Supervisors has not taken action on the proposed contract amendment.  The Prosecuting Attorney's Office has reviewed the amendment and has no issues.
SUMMARY OF AGREEMENT:
The ordinance would amend the current agreement to:  
· Allow the Executive Committee or the District Board to approve an advance payment to the County for services to be provided under the current service ILA. 
· Allow the County to seek an advance payment for services, provided that information to support an advanced payment is given when requested by the District Executive Director.
