NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 19th day of August, 2002, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2002-0330, authorizing the executive to enter into an interlocal agreement between King County and the city of Kirkland for transfer to the city of Juanita Beach Park.
SUMMARY

The King County Council has concluded discussions with the City of Kirkland regarding the transfer of Juanita Beach Park, located at 9703 Juanita Drive NE, Kirkland, to the City.  The King County Council will consider an ordinance on August 19, 2002, approving the transfer to the City.  The City has placed two ballot measures on the November ballot for 1) support for capital improvements, and 2) support for operations and maintenance of Kirkland parks facilities generally; the transfer of Juanita Beach Park is contingent upon approval of both these measures.  

The agreement also provides for easements for the placement of sewer facilities and force mains; continued county use of the historic Forbes Residence and the county parks maintenance shop; transfer to the city of $200,000 previously appropriated by the county for master planning at Juanita Beach Park; and assurance that the park will remain open to all county residents.
