Accounting for Park-and-Rides in the Guidelines 
Park-and-rides are important access points and can generate considerable ridership. They are accounted for in the guidelines by the ridership they generate and the value they add to centers. The information below describes how the guidelines consider park-and-rides. Since a utilized park-and-ride space equates to a rider and only a proportion of jobs or households within a ¼ mile walking distance equates to a rider, park-and-rides were kept distinct from the density calculation. 

1. Park-and-rides are considered in the recommended service levels of the All-Day Corridors 
Step 2 of the All Day and Peak Network process incorporated ridership generated at park-and-rides increasing corridors service levels if load or cost recovery thresholds were exceeded.
· 13 of the 53 corridors that received Step 2 service level increases have more than 20% of their ridership activity at park-and-rides.

2. Park-and-rides are directly considered in the evaluation of peak services
Peak commuter services typically rely on park-and-rides to generate ridership.  By generating ridership, a park-and-ride can put a peak route above the load or ridership thresholds.
· 26% of the 31 commuter peak routes that exceed the ridership thresholds (90% of Alternative Service loads) did so because of ridership activity at park-and-rides. 
· 43% of the 7 commuter peak only routes that exceed the passenger load thresholds did so because of the ridership activity at park-and-rides.

3. Park-and-Rides can contribute to the geographic value score of a corridor

In addition to the ridership, park-and-rides are important features of many activity centers providing a focus point for transit in the community. 
· 9 of the 17 King County Regional Growth Centers and 17 of the 64 transit activity centers identified in the guidelines include significant park-and-ride facilities.
4. Park and Rides create transit Markets 
· Park-and-Rides located in areas of lower density or adjacent to freeways (Federal Way, Northgate, Eastgate, Issaquah substantially create the transit market for service. Without them ridership would not support the current service levels along within those areas.
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
