SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment Anne Watanabe to the King County Board of Ethics. 

SUMMARY: Pursuant to KCC 3.04.090, the Board of Ethics was created to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.   Membership consists of five members, each serving a term of three years.  Two members are nominated by the county council and the fifth member, serving as chairman, is nominated by the four existing members. Board members are appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county council.  
Proposed Motion 2007-0650: confirms the executive’s appointment of Anne Watanabe who resides in council district two, to the King County Board of Ethics.  Ms. Watanabe is the Deputy Hearing Examiner for the City of Seattle. Prior to her employment with the city, she served as legal planner for the City of Bellevue, planner for the City of Kent and attorney for a private practice.  Ms. Watanabe holds a Juris Doctor and a Master of Urban Planning from the University of Washington, as well as a Bachelor of Arts in English from Pacific University, Oregon.
If confirmed, Ms Watanabe would serve a partial term, expiring January 31, 2009.
