Enclosed for King County Council review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an amendment to the interlocal cooperation agreement with the City of Federal Way for the disbursement of Conservation Futures tax levy funds for the Hylebos Creek project.  Funding for this project was authorized by Ordinance 16932, the 2010 supplemental budget ordinance.
The King County Council has allocated $258,000 to the City of Federal Way’s Hylebos Creek Conservation Futures (CFT) acquisition project by Ordinance 16932.  The attached ordinance is required in order for the Executive to distribute those CFT funds to Federal Way.  The project will help to continue King County's ongoing progress towards preserving important natural habitat that benefits salmonid and other aquatic species, and it will also help preserve urban open space in one of King County’s most populated cities.  The Hylebos Creek system is an important part of the Water Resource Inventory Area 10 (WRIA 10) salmon recovery strategy.
