SUBJECT

A motion appointing Frank Radford to the King County Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committee.
Committee action

At its February 13, 2007 meeting, the General Government and Labor Relations Committee forwarded substitute motion 2007-0038 to the full Council with do pass recommendation.  The vote was three ayes and no nos. The motion had one technical amendment to make the day and month for the expiration of the term of appointment coincide with the projected day and month for Council action as required by Ordinance 15453 that establishes the Citizens' Elections Oversight Committee.
BACKGROUND
On two previous occasions, the Metropolitan King County Council established citizens' oversight committees (CEOC) to review the conduct of elections in King County, to identify problems, and to make recommendations for improvements. The members of those committees interviewed management and staff of the Elections Section of the Records, Elections, and Licensing Services Division, observed both primary and general elections, and prepared reports and recommendations addressing issues of concern about the elections process in King County. The committees expired by the terms of the ordinances that created them.
Because the work of the previous oversight committees proved extremely valuable, the Council decided that King County would benefit from having a citizens’ elections oversight committee on an ongoing basis. Therefore, in Ordinance 15453, the council established a new, 13-member citizens’ elections oversight committee and adopted a mission and criteria for membership on the committee.
PROPOSED motion
Proposed Motion 2007-0038 confirms the appointment of Frank Radford to the Citizens' Elections Oversight Committee representing Junior Taxing Districts. 
Frank Radford holds a degree in economics from the University of Washington and has extensive experience in the insurance field. Currently he is a principal in the McDonald Insurance Group. Mr. Radford is also a commissioner and chair of the Finn Hill Park and Recreation District.  
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
