COMMITTEE ACTION
At its November 19, 2013, special meeting the Government, Accountability and Oversight approved Proposed Motion 2013-0461. The committee approved a title amendment and amendment which updated Mr. Tazioli’s residence information; he now lives in district eight and no longer resides in district two.
SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2013-0461 would confirm the appointment of Terry Tazioli to the King County Civic Television Citizens’ Advisory Committee for a partial term expiring September 30, 2014. Mr. Tazioli resides in Council district eight.
BACKGROUND

The Council established the Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee in 2003 (Ordinance 14824). The committee develops policies and procedures and oversees the operation of the King County government access channel C-TV.
The committee comprises of four citizen members, appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council, for terms not to exceed four years. Each member represents a different sector of the communications industry with the following background:
1. A representative from a local television station or local network affiliate, or a person with significant experience in or knowledge of the broadcast media;
2. A representative from a local public relations firm or a professional working in the public relations field for a local corporation;
3. A representative:
a. from a company that publishes a significant amount of news or other content via the Internet;
b. with significant experience in dissemination of information via the Internet; or

c. with expertise in delivering information via streaming video or other emerging technologies; and
4. A representative from a local newspaper source or a person with significant experience in or knowledge of newspapers.
DISCUSSION
Mr. Terry Tazioli earned a Bachelor of Arts degree from the University of Washington in Communications with a concentration in advertising and marketing. He then went on to the University of Missouri where he earned a Master’s in Journalism. Since then, Mr. Tazioli has held many different positions in and out of the Journalism field. He is a principal in Little Man Productions and is the host of Author’s Hour on TVW. For 14 years, he was editor of “Scene,” The Seattle Times’ nationally recognized lifestyle section. Prior to that, he was a TV-news assignment editor and then the producer of Top Story for KING-TV in Seattle. He worked at the East Side Journal in Kirkland, the Journal American in Bellevue, and he has taught news writing at the University of Washington and Bellevue Community College. 
Mr. Tazioli’s career demonstrates passion and commitment to Communications and Journalism fields. His experience with the Seattle Times makes him an ideal candidate to represent the print media sector of the communications industry on the Civic Television Citizens Advisory Committee.  
AMENDMENTS

Between the time he was appointed to the committee and his appointment was forwarded to the Council for confirmation, Mr. Tazioli moved from District 2 to District 8. The attached amendment and title amendment would reflect this change in residence.
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
