Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2011-0327

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 3rd day of October, 2011, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2011-0327, prohibiting certain door-to-door solicitations; adding a new chapter to K.C.C. Title 12 and prescribing penalties.
SUMMARY

This Proposed Substitute Ordinance would allow King County unincorporated area residents to post their residence with signs that prohibit certain types of door-to-door solicitations and would also allow the King County Sheriff’s Office to take action when residents complain. This ordinance would apply only to the county’s unincorporated areas.  A violation of this chapter would be a class 2 civil infraction punishable under chapter 7.80 RCW.
