Proposed Motion 2011-0076 would confirm the appointment of James Jensen as a member of the King County Parks Citizen Oversight Board.
BACKGROUND

Parks Citizen Oversight Board
In 2007, the voters of King County approved Propositions 1 and 2, which provided for property tax levy revenues for continued and increased maintenance, operations, and disabled accessibility at King County's rural and regional parks, and for the acquisition of open space and trails, and capital improvements at the Woodland Park Zoo.  Both measures contained language requiring the establishment of a Parks Citizen Oversight Board to review the expenditure of levy proceeds and make policy recommendations to the County Executive and County Council.  

In 2010 the Council approved a measure creating a single Parks Citizen Oversight Board.  The Board consists of nine members.  To be appointed by the Executive, a candidate must be nominated by Councilmembers, by district. The appointments are to be confirmed by the Council.  The Board is to review and make a written report to the County Executive and County Council on the expenditure of levy proceeds, and any policy recommendations regarding levy proceeds.  

Parks Citizen Oversight Board Candidate

2011-0076 James P. Jensen, representing District 4:  Mr. Jensen is a resident of Seattle and has served with Groundswell NW, dealing with parks and open space issues.  He is a graduate of Grinnell College in 1981, and Valley High School in West Des Moines, Iowa, in 1976.  Mr. Jensen is being appointed for a four year term expiring December 31, 2014.
