Dear Councilmember Phillips:

The attached ordinance is one of a series of appropriation requests being submitted as individual items.  Collectively, these requests serve as the mid-biennium review of biennial budgets described in RCW 36.40.250 and required by section 405 of the King County Charter.  An additional appropriation request for a group of items likely will be submitted later in the year.

This ordinance would appropriate $2,246,000 of Parks fund balance to allow the Parks Division to purchase property for a Central Maintenance Shop.  The property is located at the County’s Renton shops complex and is currently owned by the Road Services Division.
Parks has received previous appropriations to begin planning for this facility.  Parks reviewed a variety of sites and concluded the Renton location is best because it is centrally located among the many properties Parks maintains throughout the County.  It also has the benefit of co-location with the Road Services Division and other County agencies, which allows sharing of fueling, storage, parking, and other services.

I am requesting action on this ordinance prior to the end of 2015 to ensure that the appraisal used to support the purchase price remains current.  If approved, additional funding to build the facility will be requested in the 2017/2018 budget.

The standalone appropriation ordinance supports the King County Strategic Plan to “exercise sound financial management and build King County’s long-term fiscal strength.”
