SUBJECT:  Proposed Motion 2002-0574 establishing the 2003 state legislative agenda items for King County.

SUMMARY: The King County Legislative Steering Committee authorized committee staff and the Executive’s staff to coordinate the process of establishing the 2003 

state Legislative Agenda for King County.  All departments were requested to transmit their legislative request for 2003 to the Executive for review.  The King County Council’s Legislative Steering Committee staff reviewed the Executive’s proposal and made minor input to the Executive’s staff.  The Executive’s staff presented the Executive’s proposed 2003 Washington State Legislative Agenda to the King County Council’s Legislative Steering Committee on December 2 2002.  The Legislative Steering Committee approved the Executive’s proposed 2003 Washington State Legislative Agenda of major issues King County should advocate, monitor, and analyze on behalf of its constituents.

On November 25, 2002, Legislative Steering, Committee Chairman Dwight Pelz introduced the attached motion on bringing the 2002 King County Legislative Agenda before the King County Council.

The attachments to the proposed motion contain the recommended agenda items.
Attachment (A) lists the five major issues are as follows:  Preservation of Basic County Governmental Services, Transportation Solutions and Regional Funding, Mental Health Funding, Ongoing Funding for Maintenance and Operations of County Parks, and Stable Local Public Health Funding.
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
