NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a proposed ordinance for the vacation of a portion of M. E. Ely Road has been filed with the Clerk of the County Council.


A public hearing will be held before the King County Hearing Examiner, King County Prosecuting Attorney, Family Support Division, Fifth Floor Conference Room, Union Bank of California Building, 900 Fourth Avenue, Seattle, WA  98164 on the 16th of April, 2003 at 2:00pm or soon thereafter. NOTE:  If the Seattle School District announces a district-wide school closure due to adverse weather conditions or similar area emergency, the public hearing on this matter will be postponed. The area to be vacated is described as follows:

That portion of Government Lot 2 in Section 30, Township 22 North, Range 3 East, W.M., described as follows:

Beginning at the northeast corner of said Government Lot 2 and running N 89 45'W along the northerly boundary line 873.06 feet to the westerly margin of the M. E. Eley County Road; thence S 15 17'W along said westerly margin, 20 feet to the true point of beginning; thence S 15 17' W, 103.2 feet; thence S 89 45'E, 10.35 feet; thence N 15 17'E, 103.2 feet; thence N 89 45'W, 10.35 feet to the true point of beginning.

Containing an area of 1,008 square feet, more or less.  The adjacent parcels are zoned RA-5.
