SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Gunbjorg Ladstein to the King County Board of Ethics. 

SUMMARY: Pursuant to KCC 3.04.090, the Board of Ethics was created to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.   Membership consists of five members, each serving a term of three years.  Board members are appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county council.  

Proposed Motion 2008-0392 confirms the executive’s appointment of Gunbjorg Ladstein, who resides in council district four, to the King County Board of Ethics.  Ms. Ladstein served as a transportation planner for King County before retiring in 2006. She is a member of the League of Women Voters and former member of the Washington State Boundary Review Board. She served on several committees including the King County Elections Committee and Citizens Water Rate Advisory Committee. Ms. Ladstein is a graduate of the University of Washington with Bachelor of Arts in business administration.  She is a member of Phi Beta Kappa and a Beta Gamma Sigma Business Honorary.
