SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Susan Golub to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee.  

BACKGROUND:

The Conservation Futures Tax Levy (CFT) is a county-wide property tax dedicated exclusively for the acquisition of open space, agricultural or timber lands.  King County Code 26.12 provides for an annual allocation based on recommendations made by a Citizens Oversight Committee.  Applicants for these funds include King County government, incorporated city governments, citizen groups and individual citizens.  Jurisdictions in which the considered acquisition is located must provide at least a 50 percent matching contribution to the project.  
County ordinance requires the “Citizen Oversight Committee to include in its recommendation report a description of how projects contain a regional visibility, use, ecological, cultural, historical or other natural resource significance.”

The membership to the Oversight Committee is for two and four-year staggered terms.  Committee appointments are subject to K.C.C. Title 3, including code of ethics and civil rights provisions.  

This appointment is for an ‘at large’ position on the Oversight Committee.

APPOINTEE: 

Susan Golub – is a former member of the Central Staff of the Seattle City Council (1984-1992). She is currently a member of the Seattle Board of Park Commissioners (1994-present) and a member of the Seattle Levy Oversight Committee (2001-present).  She is a 1976 graduate of the University of Washington with a degree in Political Science.  Ms. Golub resides in Council District 4.  She has been appointed to complete the remainder of an unexpired term which expires at the end of June, 2002.  The Executive anticipates reappointing her to a full four-year term; at that time, under recently-adopted council rules for reappointments, her appointment would go forward to the Council consent calendar.  County ordinance requires that appointments to unexpired terms be for the remainder of that term only.
