SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Erin Aboudara, who resides in Council district nine, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, representing council district nine.

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Erin Aboudara to a partial term on the King County Women’s Advisory Board, expiring July 1, 2015.

Ms. Aboudara attended the University of Washington Autism Center, where she received a certification of Intervention Strategies and Programs for Children with Autism Spectrum Disorders.  Ms. Aboudara has broad experience and special interest in women’s health, local community public safety, and emergency services issues in unincorporated King County.  

BACKGROUND
The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County.  The board acts in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the County Council, and the women’s program in respect to matters concerning women.  Ordinance 11782 provides for 15 King County Women’s Advisory Board members, one nominated from each council district by the County Council, and two nominated by the County Executive.  Board members representing Council districts shall be appointed by positions numbered one through thirteen.
