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SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2013-0406 would confirm the appointment of Charles Gerringer, who lives in Council District 3, as the representative of an independent research and policy institution to the King County Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committee. Mr. Gerringer would serve a partial term expiring on September 18, 2015.
BACKGROUND
The Council has created three Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committees. The first was created in July 2003, the second in April 2005, and the current, non-expiring committee, in May 2006 through Ordinances 15453 and 17273. The committee is comprised of 14 members, including two non-voting members (one each from the Secretary of State’s Office and the Washington State Association of County Auditors). A roster of the current members and the interests they represent can be found in Attachment 2 to this report.

The committees have written two substantive reports and developed numerous recommendations to improve King County elections. Most of their recommendations have been implemented by the County or addressed by changes to federal or state election laws. In addition, the Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committee provides annual reports to the Council on its activities and elections operations.

DISCUSSION
Charles Gerringer has a Bachelor of Arts degree from Ambassador University in Pasadena. For more than 30 years, Mr. Gerringer worked for PACCAR Inc., a Fortune 200 global leader in the manufacturing, financing, and leasing of heavy-duty trucks. During his years with PACCAR, Mr. Gerringer has held executive and management positions in human resources, strategic planning, business development, and administration. Mr. Gerringer recently retired from PACCAR and is currently the sole proprietor of Creative Strategic Consulting. CSC provides strategic planning, human resources, business development and marketing consultation.
With his recent endeavor in consulting and his experience in executive and management issues, Mr. Gerringer is an ideal candidate to be the representative of an independent research and policy institution on the Citizen Elections Oversight Committee.
