ACTION:  On June 5, 2008, the Law, Justice and Human Services Committee reviewed Proposed Motion 2008-0257.  The committee amended Attachment C. Board Profile to reflect the most current information.  The committee voted to pass the amended motion out of Committee with a do pass recommendation and was also placed on the Council’s Consent Agenda.

SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Kent Curry, who resides in council district nine, to the King County Children and Family Commission.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Mr. Curry to a three-year term on the King County Children and Family Commission, expiring June 1, 2010.

Mr. Curry is a graduate of Central Washington University where he studied Law and Justice as a Major and Psychology as a Minor; the University of Phoenix where he received a Masters of Arts Degree in Organizational Management; the Federal Buearu of Investigation, National Academy and is a Certified Commissioned Law Enforcement Officers.  Mr. Curry is currently a Division Commander for Patrol Services with the Renton Police Department.  He is also a member of the King County Refugee Forum, Neighborhood Liaison Program, and a Volunteer with Renton and Seattle School Districts mentoring students, Respite Care for autistic children, Renton Kiwanis and the Special Olympics of Washington.
BACKGROUND:
The King County Children and Family Commission is composed of no more than seventeen voting members, appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the Council.  Appointees should include professionals and consumers of county services, parents, children/youth and individuals of color and limited/non-English speaking, who are concerned about children and families.  The purpose of the Commission is to advise the Executive and Council focusing on recommendations to further define King County’s mission, role and goals in provision of services to children and families by providing oversight and review of the County’s systems that provide services to children and families; promote cooperation among departments; evaluate the effectiveness of programs that serve children and families; oversee implementation of policies adopted by the County Council concerning children and families; and concentrate on building links between the County’s service system, communities, and schools.  The King County Children and Family Commission’s mission is:
King County government will work with families, communities, and schools to create and sustain a protective and nurturing environment for the health and successful development of children.

AMENDMENT:  For the Committee’s approval an amendment has been prepared to replace Attachment C. Board Profile to Proposed Motion 2008-0257.  By approving Amendment A1, it would update the Board’s Profile to reflect the most current information.
