Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for your consideration and approval is an ordinance authorizing transit service improvements and amending operating routes for September 2002, as specified under K.C.C. 28.94.020.  All except one of the service changes included in this ordinance are part of a total package integrating new Sound Transit (ST) Express Route 522 in the SR 522 corridor with changes to Metro service in the same corridor.  This ordinance assumes Sound Transit Board approval of ST Route 522.  The Sound Transit Board is expected to adopt the ST Route 522 at its May 9, 2002 meeting.  The Metro service changes included in this ordinance are the following:

· Delete existing Metro Route 307.

· Modify Metro Route 41 to provide coverage and frequency lost as a result of the deletion of Metro Route 307.

· Provide replacement service for deleted Metro Route 307 with Metro Route 41 between downtown Seattle, Northgate Transit Center and N.E. 130th Street and Lake City Way.

· Sound Transit provides replacement service for existing Metro Route 307 between Woodinville, N.E. 130th Street and Lake City Way and downtown Seattle with new ST Route 522.

· Delete Route 312 peak service between Bothell and Woodinville.

· Provide all-day, two-way service on Metro Route 372 between Woodinville and the University District.

· Extend existing Metro Route 38 from Beacon Hill to the SODO area.
