SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Laura Crandall to the King County board of ethics for partial term to expire on July 31, 2024, filling an executive-nominated position.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Board of Ethics was created by Ordinance 1321 in 1972 “to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.” The Board consists of five members: two to be appointed by the County Executive, two to be appointed by the County Executive from a list of nominees submitted by the County Council, and a fifth member, who serves as chair and is appointed by the County Executive from a list of nominees submitted by the other four members. Each member serves a term of three years. All appointments to the Board are subject to confirmation by the Council.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION
Ms. Crandall describes herself as committed public servant with seven years of experience in local government, including two years of service at Municipal Research and Services Center (MRSC) as a Finance Analyst and Public Policy Consultant. Additionally, Ms. Crandall’s application materials note that, prior to working in government, she served as the Executive Director of an independent school in Seattle, a position that frequently called for ethical integrity regarding students, parents, staff, and operational procedures.

ANALYSIS
As noted by K.C.C. 3.04.080, the Board of Ethics is a five-member board consisting of the following members: two appointed and confirmed by the executive, two appointed by the Executive from a list provided by the Council, and the Executive’s appointment of the chair who is selected from a list of nominees provided by the four members. This motion would approve the appointment of Laura Crandall as an Executive-nominated representative.
Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of the King County Board of Ethics.
