Summary of Proposed Ordinance relating to the Utilities Technical Review Committee and the School Technical Review Committee

This summary fulfills Washington State Growth Management Act and King County Code (K.C.C.) 20.18.100 requirements for a “plain language summary.”

[bookmark: _GoBack]The proposed 2021-2022 King County Biennial Budget includes a reallocation of expenditure authority for the staffing and membership of the Utilities Technical Review Committee (UTRC) and School Technical Review Committee (STRC).  The proposed changes will improve efficiency and better align staffing of the committees with the appropriate County agencies, most substantially to align with the local services and regulatory functions of the Department of Local Services (DLS).  This proposed ordinance effectuates these changes in the King County Code.  The following is a summary of the draft proposed ordinance addressing these code changes.

· The Facilities Management Division manager or designee;
· A County Council representative; and
· the county demographer.
	· Changes an appointee of the DNRP director to an appointee of the DLS director;
· Removes the Metro Transit seat; and
· Makes non-substantive changes and technical corrections.
	Reflects the relocation of the UTRC chair position from DNRP to DLS.

The amendments also removes the Metro Transit seat, which was inadvertently added during the 2018 restructure of the Department of Transportation (DOT) in Ordinances 18791 and 18777.  DOT has had one representative on the UTRC since 1999 (Ordinance 13625).  Prior to that, the Department of Public Works was represented on the UTRC.  The activities of the Department of Public Works were transferred to the Road Services Division of DOT in the 1990s.  Therefore, their UTRC seat was also transferred to DOT at that time.  When DOT was restructured in 2018, the Road Services Division was transferred to DLS.  Therefore, their UTRC seat was also transferred to DLS at that time.  The 2018 restructure also created a seat for Metro Transit, thinking that they were the successor agency for the DOT seat.  However, in order to be consistent with the historical representation on the UTRC, only the Road Services Division seat needs to be preserved.  Metro Transit has agreed that the change was unintentional and that their newly created seat should be removed.

	Reflects the relocation of the UTRC chair position from DNRP to DLS.

	Requires the membership of the STRC to include one representative from each of the following:
· Permitting Division;
· Office of Financial Management; and
· County Council.
	Changes:
· the Permitting Division to the Department of Local Services; and
· the Office of Financial Management to the Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget.
	Reflects the relocation of the STRC from the Permitting Division to DLS.  Also makes a technical correction to reflect that the name of the Office of Financial Management has changed to the Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget.
