I am pleased to transmit for your consideration the enclosed Project Services Agreement ordinance for the King County Council’s consideration and approval.  

The enclosed ordinance seeks approval for a Project Services Agreement between King County and the Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) for up to $125,000 to provide station design review for the “SR 520, Medina to SR 202, Transit, and HOV Project,” which would include reconstructing the existing transit facilities located within the limited access at Evergreen Point Road and at 92nd Avenue Northeast.  

Because Metro will be the primary operator of the Evergreen Point Road and the 92nd Avenue Northeast transit stations, their review of the designs is critical.  Funding for the design review is reimbursable from WSDOT.
