EFFECT prepared by M. Leskinen: Would update the date of the attachments in the ordinance and would replace the attachments with updated versions that include the following changes:
· Incorporates various clarifications, such as to the definition for “disability”, and technical corrections;
· Adds cities engagement and notification requirements in situations when a program faces challenges, or is unable, to meet the prescribed 10 and 25 percent investment allocations;
· Renames the "Impact" criterion under subsection 2.G. Criteria for Awarding Proceeds to "Community Impact" and adds geographic diversity as a program criterion for the Sustained Support, Building for Equity (except for Native Cultural Facilities), Countywide Initiatives, and Launch;
· Adds language under the “Methodology for Assessment and Evaluation” subsection to incorporate geographic scope of communities served;
· Requires a copy of annual reports and the assessment report be submitted to the RPC for briefing;
· Requests annual reports include information on the total number of applicants, recipients, and total awarded for each of the six program areas by ZIP Code and by Council district;
· Adds 4Culture’s Local Arts Agencies network and the Sound Cities Association to the list of groups 4Culture will work with in developing the assessment report and reporting process that addresses the effectiveness of program funding; and
· Adds Zip Code as a key reporting metric for each of the six program areas.
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
