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SUBJECT
Proposed Ordinance 2011-0152 would approve the Northeast Sammamish Sewer and Water District’s (“District”) Comprehensive Water System Plan (“Plan”). 

SUMMARY

Council approval of water utility comprehensive plans is required by County code as a prerequisite for: operating in unincorporated King County, granting right of way construction permits, granting new or renewed franchises, and service boundary annexations.
BACKGROUND

King County Utility Comprehensive Plan Criteria

King County Code Chapter 13.24 requires the Utilities Technical Review Committee ("UTRC") to review and make recommendations to the Executive and County Council on the adequacy of all water system comprehensive plans and related matters, and to determine whether the plan:

· is consistent with local comprehensive plans,
· is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan,
· reflects current supply and demand,
· forecasts future supply and demand, 

· provides a capital plan for obtaining, using, storing and conveying water and sewage,
· provides sufficient information to demonstrate the utility district’s ability to provide service consistent with all applicable laws and regulations.

In addition to satisfying the requirement of King County Code Chapter 13.24, the County's approval of a plan also provides the determination for state regulatory agencies that a plan is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan and related policies and implementing development regulations.  See RCW 43.20.260.
UTRC ANALYSIS OF THE NORTHEAST SAMMAMISH SEWER AND WATER DISTRICT’S COMPREHENSIVE WATER SYSTEM PLAN 

The UTRC reviewed the Plan on December 15, 2010 and found it to meet the requirements of King County Code chapter 13.24 and recommended its approval.  Highlights of the Plan as reviewed by the UTRC are outlined below: 

Service Area  The District’s service area is east of and adjacent to the northeast shore of Lake Sammamish.  The area is bounded on the north by 187th Avenue NE and the Redmond-Fall City Road, on the east by an irregular boundary generally west of 240th Avenue NE, on the south by the City of Sammamish and on the west by Lake Sammamish.  The retail service area covers approximately three square miles.  The District serves within the corporate limits of the City of Sammamish and the eastern portion of the District is located within unincorporated rural King County.

Facilities  The District’s current facilities include five wells, two reservoirs, one booster pump station, nine pressure reducing stations, two active interties and four emergency interties.  The water distribution system includes over 196,000 feet of water mains utilizing pipes from two inches to twelve inches.  For water quality purposes, the Crest Booster Pump Station includes aeration and granulated activated carbon filtration of water from Well 3 for hydrogen sulfide removal and iron media filtration of water from Wells 3 and 4 for arsenic removal.  One of the reservoirs includes a booster pump station to supply emergency flows.
Growth  The current service area is nearly fully developed and only two of the service connections are within the rural area.  As of 2009, the District served a population of approximately 8,900 through an estimated 3,268 water service connections.  Most of these customers are single family residential accounts.  Population is expected to increase to 9,837 by 2026.  In 2006, the system total consumption of water was 595 gallons per minute.  In 2026, projections indicate that total consumption will be 725 gallons per minute, or with conservation measures undertaken, 688 gallons per minute.
System Improvements  The Capital Plan identifies needed improvements in the system’s water distribution system, including upgrades to supply, storage, and water mains.  Completion of the Crest Booster Pump Station, rehabilitation of a water supply well, and emergency power supply to the Evans Creek Valley Well Field.  Completion of the Crest Reservoir will improve the system’s storage capacity.  Water main improvements include extension of water lines to Sahalee Country Club, to Sahalee Village, to Ketcha Village and. along Sahalee Drive West.
SEPA  On March 31, 2010, the City issued a Determination of Non-Significance for the Plan in accordance with the State Environmental Policy Act.  Plan review by the State Department of Health is anticipated following Council approval.
