Dear Councilmember Patterson:

I am transmitting for the King County Council’s consideration, a motion and ordinance to dissolve Road Improvement District 133 (RID 133).  The motion establishes the intent of the King County Council to dissolve RID 133, created by King County Ordinance 15058, and sets a date for a public hearing.  The proposed ordinance will dissolve RID 133 and will make void the original assessment and the subsequent liens against the properties within said district.  

RID 133 was created on November 8, 2004, by Ordinance 15058 as a cooperative effort between King County and residents in the neighborhood to improve NE 52nd Street to an acceptable King County standard, then turn it over to King County as a public road.  This project was to pave 1.1 miles of NE 52nd Street that was previously a gravel roadway.  Using codes and practices in effect prior to 2005, the original cost estimate for the project was $922,133.  Survey work authorized by RID 133 revealed safety deficiencies in the existing road alignment that had to be corrected prior to becoming a public road.  The cost estimates to apply current code requirements and safety retrofits was $4.3 million in 2006 dollars.  As a result, the property owners in the district have petitioned the county for the dissolution of RID 133 due to the significant increase in cost.

It is not anticipated that there will be much objection to the dissolution.  A petition to dissolve was signed and returned by 87 percent of residents in the district (75 parcels out of a total of 86), which also represents 85 percent of the linear foot frontage and 83 percent of the total area within the RID 133 boundary.  

By adopting the proposed ordinance, the King County Council will be releasing the property owners of their financial obligations under the RID 133 formation ordinance, such that the 
original assessments of $5,361.24 and the subsequent liens against each property may be removed. 

I recommend that the King County Council approve this motion and ordinance.
