Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for your review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing King County (County) to transfer title to specific drainage-related properties to the City of Kenmore (City).

The City of Kenmore incorporated in 1998.  At the time, a number of land developments were ongoing under County permits and processes, resulting in a number of land tracts being dedicated to King County for drainage purposes.  Since these tracts and associated facilities serve local areas, it is most reasonable and efficient for ownership and operation responsibilities to reside with the City, as articulated in an interlocal agreement executed by the County and the City at the time of the incorporation.  This new ordinance is necessary to affect such transfers.

Also identified for transfer in this ordinance are a number of drainage parcels the County acquired with federal flood impact assistance funding from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The flood parcel acquisition process was also underway at the time of the incorporation, and the interlocal agreement provides for the transfer of these parcels.  Requisite permission to transfer the parcels has been requested through the Washington State Military Department, Emergency Management Division, and the transfer would take place upon receipt of this permission as stated in the ordinance.
