Proposal:  Adoption of Proposed Motion 21-1 Recommending Amendments to the King County Countywide Planning Policies to the King County Council, and Proposed Motion 21-2 Recommending Approval of the 2021 King County Urban Growth Capacity Report to the King County Council.

Threshold Determination:  A Determination of Significance (DS) for the 2021 Amendments to the King County Countywide Planning Policies, Adoption of Existing Environmental Documents, 2021 Addendum to Existing Environmental Documents, and Adoption of the Urban Growth Capacity Report, are issued pursuant to Revised Code of Washington 43.21C, King County Code 20.44, and Washington Administrative Code 197-11.  The Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget has determined after review of the proposed legislation, an environmental checklist and associated documents, that existing State of Washington and King County regulations and codes are sufficient to address potential impacts associated with the proposed legislation.  After an independent review of the documents being adopted, including the Puget Sound Regional Council's Final Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for VISION 2050, and the Final EIS for VISION 2040, and other information in the file, the responsible official has identified and adopted them as being appropriate for this proposal.  The addendum adds information and analysis about the amendments being proposed to the currently adopted 2012 King County Countywide Planning Policies but does not substantially change the analysis of significant impacts and alternatives in the adopted environmental documents.  Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) is not required. The responsible official finds this information reasonably sufficient to evaluate the environmental impact of this proposal.
