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SUBJECT: Two MOTIONs confirming the executive’s appointment of Steve Saunders to the King County Civil Rights Commission and reappointment to the Section 504 of the American with Disabilities Act (ADA) Advisory Committee (Attachments 2 and 4). 
BACKGROUND:

The King County Civil Rights Commission serves in an advisory capacity to both the council and executive on matters related to the county's civil rights programs.  There are a total of sixteen commission members each serving three-year terms. Thirteen members are nominated by county council members representing each of the King County council districts, while the remaining three serve as at-large members, selected by the county executive. All commission members are confirmed by the county council and serve without pay. It is the goal of the county to recruit people from diverse ethnic and protected group backgrounds. The commission seeks representation from the African American, Asian American, Latino American, Native American, Pacific Islander, Caucasian, Gay and Lesbian, and Disability communities. Commission members must reside within King County (Attachment 6).
The King County Section 504/ADA Advisory Committee was established in 1990.  The committee serves in an advisory capacity to the executive in developing strategies, systems and guidelines in implementing the 504/ADA compliance work plan.  This advisory committee is comprised of seven members of the community who have personal experience and/or professional expertise in disability access.  Members serve one and one-half year terms with the next election in March 2003 and can serve as members for two consecutive terms.  Members are nominated by the executive and are confirmed by the council.  The chair of the 504/ADA Advisory Committee also serves on the Civil Rights Commission to ensure coordination of efforts (Attachment 7).
APPOINTEE:
The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Steve Saunders to the King County Civil Rights Commission and the reappointment of Mr. Saunders to the Section 504/Americans With Disabilities Act Advisory Committee.  Mr. Saunders resides in Renton, Council District Five.  Mr. Saunders is currently an information officer with King County.  Mr. Saunders would serve in an “at-large” position on the Civil Rights Commission representing the Section 504/ADA Advisory Committee as the chair of the ADA Advisory Committee.  If confirmed by the council, Mr. Saunders would fill an unexpired term on the Civil Rights Commission that would expire June 1, 2002.  If reappointed by the council Mr. Saunders’ reappointment to the Section 504/ADA Advisory Committee would expire March 25, 2005.
