SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2026-0047 would correct the legal description in Ordinance 19723, which authorized the vacation of a portion of 152nd Ave SE.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2026-0047 would correct an error in the legal description of a vacated portion of county right-of-way approved in Ordinance 19723. The proposed ordinance would also repeal the section of Ordinance 19723 which made vacation of the right-of-way contingent upon payment of $10,600 by the petitioners. 

BACKGROUND 

The Council approved Ordinance 19723 in January of 2024, which authorized the right-of-way vacation abutting a single property owned by petitioners Micah and Florine Palmer in the Renton area of Unincorporated King County. During the recording process, an error was discovered in the legal description of the property included in approved ordinance.

ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2026-0047 provides the full and accurate legal description of a vacated portion of county right-of-way that was vacated by Ordinance 19723 but inaccurately described therein.

The proposed ordinance would also repeal Section 2 of Ordinance 19723 which made vacation of the right-of-way contingent upon payment of $10,600 by the petitioners to the County. According to the Executive, the petitioners made the payment in a timely manner, satisfying the contingency.
