Parks Expansion Levy funding recommendation:  This updated table reflects an available level of $3,370,870 in King County Parks Expansion Levy funds. When the Committee made its July 1st 2008 recommendation, this level had not been set by King County DNRP, so the Committee made a prioritized, scalable recommendation that could fit the available level of Parks Expansion Level funding when it was known.  This scale is described in the footnotes in the recommendation report. (shown below, next page)   

On Committee's original recommendation, See Formula = formula below for reducing the funds below a potentially available maximum of $ 5,896,000 for 2009.

The Committee recommended that Parks should Levy projects be reduced from the potential maximum of $ 5,896,000, it should e done in the following amounts for the following projects, in this order:

1)  Cougar Squak Corridor and Historic Lower Green APD Parks Levy projects should be fully funded, with no deductions. 

2)  $ 250,000 deduction from the Patterson Creek Natural Area Addition Project;


3)  $ 250,000 deduction from the White River/Pinnacle Peak/Red Creek project;

4) $ 250,000 deduction from the Issaquah Creek TDR Initiative project;

5) $ 250,000 deduction from the Paradise Valley/Judd Creek TDR Initiative project.

    ($ 1,000,000 total for the four projects, would leave $4,896,000 remaining)

6) Below $ 4,896,000, funds would be deducted proportionally from the remaining Parks Levy projects, down to the available amount.
