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SUBJECT:  
“What you can do at home in case of an emergency”

The King County Council’s Law, Justice Health and Human Services Committee has undertaken an extensive review of the Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan and will soon complete its review of the first nine of the sixteen Emergency Support Function chapters.  The King County Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan (CEMP) is the primary document describing the county’s emergency management program for mitigation, preparedness, prevention, response, and recovery.   

The emergency management plan also describes the duties, policies, procedures, authorities and tools which local government, fire, medical and county forces will use for direct response and regional coordination for disaster planning.  Local government has a primary objective of restoring services and facilities to ensure the health and safety of all area residents after a disaster – thus emergency management plans assume that residents and businesses must use their own resources and be self-sufficient until these basic government services can be restored.   Preparing for at least three days will help King County families make it through many of the common disasters facing the Puget Sound region—including major storms and even small earthquakes.  In the event of a major catastrophe — like Hurricane Katrina or the earthquake and tsunami in Japan — county residents must have survival plans and supplies prepared for survival for at least 7 to 10 days.

 

Local agencies across Puget Sound have teamed up to share information and encourage residents to prepare for disasters and catastrophic events with a regional campaign, “What to do to Make it Through” with materials available at www.makeitthrough.org.
The county emergency plan assumes that the American Red Cross (ARC) and other agencies will provide emergency shelter and meals for residents of unincorporated King County that are victims of disasters.  The overwhelming majority of the two million people living in King County reside in cities and towns -- which must also provide emergency management services within their jurisdictional boundaries as required by state law (RCW 38.52.070).  
No single agency or organization will be able to satisfy all emergency resource shelter and mass care requests during a major emergency or disaster. Residents of King County significantly increase their own chances for survival by planning ahead for typical disasters such as: Severe Weather, Flooding, Tsunami, Earthquake, Dam Failure, Fire, Avalanche, Landslide, Hazardous Materials Release and Terrorism.

Residents are strongly encouraged to plan NOW.  Please assemble survival kits with plenty of water, food, blankets, medicine and emergency supplies to help survive the first days / first week of a major disaster.
